Zoning Report – Proposed Runway Subdivision Plan – Randy Musser stated that he has spoken with Bob George, from the Department of Environmental Protection regarding the Borough’s concern with the non-building waiver form language.  According to Mr. George, the Borough is only obligated to complete sewer planning and soil testing “if” the Borough would approve the Non-Building Waiver and then violate the waiver by issuing a building permit for the non-building lot.

A letter will be filed establishing that PBS would not consider this as setting any precedential value and that any future case involving a similar set of circumstances would have to stand or fall on its own.  All payments due the Tax Claim Bureau by PBS have been made and the records corrected.  Therefore, PBS Coals, Inc. is requesting that the Borough forward a check in the amount of $9,668.00 as part of its obligation to reimburse them for the over assessment of property taxes for the years 1998-2001.
