Somerset County Commissioners-Launching of New Comprehensive Plan – The Somerset County Commissioners are launching a new comprehensive Plan that is the impetus for change and new opportunities within Somerset County.  There will be a public open house on Thursday, October 20th at the Shanksville School Cafetorium from 5:00 P.M. until 8:00 P.M.

Musser Engineering-Universal American Request for Holding Tank – Universal American is nearing completion of their building on East Fairway Road and the landscaping will be completed later this fall and installation of the bathroom facilities within the building also needs to be completed in accordance with the plan.  Universal American is requesting permission to use a temporary holding tank for a period of two years.  During that time they intend to have a soil scientist review the property for additional sewage disposal sites.  After this review, the owner can decide if they wish to install the sewage system as currently designed or enlarge it to accommodate some additional residential construction.

Miscoe stated that the Borough’s Act 537 Plan allows holding tanks for remediation purposes only.  Universal American will need to contact the Department of Environmental Protection for approval for anything above and beyond the 537 Plan.  The Zoning Committee will prepare a letter to Musser Engineering to this affect.
