Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on December 14, 2005 – St. Clair asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Miscoe moved and Walters seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Financial Reports – Secretary reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for December 31, 2005.  Secretary would like to add the following additional outstanding bills to the List of Bills Report:  R. Legal Report:

Arawak 47 and Arawak 48 – Attorney Dickey provided the Borough with the recorded deed to Arawak Lot 47 and Arawak Lot 48.  Attorney Dickey has spoken with Joe Hudak in the Assessment Office about exonerating these two lots from real estate taxes.  The Borough will need to appeal the assessment from the Assessment Office once the tax notices are mailed.  The Borough will have 30 days to appeal.  Miscoe made a motion to authorize Attorney Dickey to file the necessary appeal with the Assessment Office once the Borough receives the tax notices.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Finance Report:


A.
Set 2006 Boat License Numbers - Miscoe made a motion to set the number of available Primary Boat Licenses at an unlimited number, available General Boat Licenses at 40, available Secondary Powered Boat Licenses at 270 and available Secondary Non-Powered Boat Licenses at 300.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.



B.
Set Fee for Replacement Licenses and Transfer License Fees – Moore made a motion that the Borough charge a $20.00 fee for a replacement boat license and a $50.00 fee for a transfer boat license.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

   
C.
Set 2006 Boat License Fees – Miscoe made a motion to set the 2006 boat license fees as follows:  Primary and Secondary Powered Boat Licenses at $50.00, Primary and Secondary Non-Powered Boat Licenses at $15.00, and General Boat Licenses at $500.00.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Public Works:



A.
Capital Budget Project Grant – Secretary reported that Senator Kasunic’s Office called and informed her that the remediation work for the sluice gate on the dam may qualify for capital budget funding, which would mean that the project could be funded up to 50% of the total cost with funds appropriated from the capital budget.  The first step in receiving this funding is to complete the capital budget request form and to have language placed into the capital budget legislation, which must be enacted by the General Assembly.  Should the Borough opt to apply, the deadline for applying in January 20th.  Miscoe made a motion to authorize the Borough Secretary to apply for the Capital Budget Request.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Old Business:  

A.
Defibrillators – Council requested that the Finance Committee look at the 2006 Budget to see if the Borough can find the money to purchase 1 defibrillator.

B.
David Markferding, Universal American Storage Building Located on East Airpark Road – Moore made a motion that if all the proper notifications have been sent to Universal American and the time period is up to come into compliance, the Zoning Officer should work with Attorney Dickey and proceed with filing the proper citations.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.   The Zoning Officer should report to Council at the February 8th meeting as to what action has been taken.

C.
Appointment of New Member to Borough Council – Walters made a motion to appoint Bryan Bozovich to the Borough Council, term expiring on December 31, 2007.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

New Business:

A.
State Ethics Forms – Secretary presented each council member with their State Ethics Forms for 2005.  Secretary stated that the forms have to be returned to her no later than May 1, 2006.

B.
Internet Access – Walters made a motion to reimburse the Borough Secretary $20.00 per month for the additional cost to her internet service to allow her to work from home until such a time that Council feels this service is no longer required.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Public Comment 


Mary Carey requested that Council look into placing a sign on Route 30 identifying the entrance to Indian Lake Drive.  Secretary was asked to look into what the Borough needs to do in order to put up 2 signs on Route 30. 

At 8:55 P.M. St. Clair called for an Executive Session of the Borough Council.

Upon returning to Regular Session at 10:05 P.M. St. Clair reported that the Executive Session was held to discuss Potential Litigation.


At this time, St. Clair turned the meeting over to Michael Miscoe, Council Vice President.


At the August 10, 2005, regularly scheduled meeting, St. Clair Resort Development presented a sub-division proposal for the Lodge and the surrounding property, expressed an interest and a request for the 12 sewage taps which were still available and by consensus of Council, St. Clair Resort Development was led to believe that those 12 taps would be available to him and subsequent to that he relied on this promise for his financing of this development.  Therefore, Miscoe made a motion that given the circumstances from the August 10th Borough Council meeting, Council formalize their expression of consensus to provide the 12 sewage taps to St. Clair Resort Development, LLC.  Walters seconded the motion.  5 ayes, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  St. Clair filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.

Miscoe made a motion that the Borough Council offer St. Clair Resort Development, LLC through an agreement to be drafted by Attorney Dickey that they would have the option to purchase these 12 sewage taps at $2,750.00 per tap within 1 year of the date of the agreement.  Should this option not be exercised, St. Clair Resort Development, LLC would be permitted to purchase the sewage taps on an individual basis at $3,750.00 per sewage tap with an additional 2 years to exercise option 2.  Any taps purchased must be placed in use within 5 years of purchase.  Should St. Clair Resort Development, LLC not place these taps into use, the Borough may buy back the sewage taps at the price paid or begin the assessment of the monthly sewer charges.  At a point in time that the water is connected to the residence for which the sewage tap will be used, the monthly sewer fee will begin to be assessed.  Walters seconded the motion.  5 ayes, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  St. Clair filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.


Miscoe made a motion to authorize Attorney Dickey to prepare the amendment to the sewer ordinance to reflect this purchase agreement at the specified purchase price for pre-purchase.  Walters seconded the motion.  5 ayes, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  St. Clair filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.


Miscoe made a motion to authorize $2,500.00 from the sewage account to Musser Engineering to evaluate the possibility of expanding the sewage treatment plant to increase the EDU’s for the purpose of residential construction as proposed by Sandra Upor, potential sewage failures along South Peninsula Drive, and any other location that could reasonably be serviced by the sewage treatment plant.  Walters seconded the motion.  5 ayes, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  St. Clair filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.

With no further business to discuss, Walters moved and Dewar seconded to adjourn the meeting at 10:11 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
