Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on November 8, 2006 – St.Clair asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Walters moved and Dewar seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Financial Reports – Secretary reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for November 30, 2006.  Secretary would like to add the following additional outstanding bill to the List of Bills Report:  Cellular Wireless, November ’06 cellular phone charges, in the amount of $11.72.  Walters made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendment to the List of Bills Report.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Secretary reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for November 30, 2006.  Walters made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as submitted.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Secretary reviewed the Sewer Plant Financial Reports and the List of Bills for November 30, 2006.  Walters made a motion to approve the Sewer Plant Financial Reports as presented.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Legal Report:

P.B.S. Coals – Attorney Rullo stated that Barry Lichty and he haven’t been able to coordinate a meeting with P.B.S. Coals to see what their official proposal is for the Water Quality Control Account and to discuss the easement for the Well #2 Pumphouse.  Attorney Rullo will try to get a meeting scheduled before the January meeting.

Update on Zoning Violations:



1.
David Markferding – Attorney Rullo stated that he received a telephone call from Randy Musser, engineer for David Markferding, and he has not certified to the Somerset County Planning Commission that the work has been completed.  According to Mr. Musser the work is 99% completed, but he is not in a position to certify completion at this time.



St. Clair stated that the trees that were planted were to the Somerset County Planning Commission specs.  The Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission placed stiffer stipulations:  1) The proposed 50-foot green zone visual barrier must extend approximately 400 feet on the East Side of the driveway, 2) The 50-foot green zone visual barrier must also exist on the West Side of the driveway to the property line, and 3) the evergreen trees in the green zone visual barrier must be at least 10 foot tall when planted.




Walters stated that the house trailer is still on the property and there is an unregistered bus on the property, these must be removed.



Council also informed Attorney Rullo that Mr. Markferding is occupying the building without the Occupancy Permit.




Attorney Rullo will send a warning letter to Mr. Markferding through his attorney about these issues.  Attorney Rullo will request to have a timeframe and a course of action which will be taken to bring him into compliance so an Occupancy Permit can be issued.  He will request to have their response before the December 27th meeting.

Karl Ocepek – Attorney Rullo has spoken with the Ocepeks’ attorney and was informed that they have engaged a demolition contractor to remove the boathouse.  The flag pole, the boat lift and the contents have been removed.  They are requesting the Borough to allow the infrastructure to remain because they want to use this for the basis of the reconstruction. 



Council provided Attorney Rullo with photographs of the boathouse.  Council is of the opinion that the boathouse in question still appears to create a significant hazardous condition and they have 30 days to demolish or repair the boathouse.  Council asked Attorney Rullo to send the appropriate notifications.

Dennis Markferding, Peninsula 1095 – Council requested that Attorney Rullo send a letter notifying Dennis Markferding that the breezeway has to be completed before the expiration of his Building Permit.

David and Jean Jefferiss, Peninsula 1085-The Construction Taking Place at 1095 Peninsula Drive – Mr. and Mrs. David Jefferiss has submitted a picture of the construction which is taking place at Peninsula 1095.  Mr. and Mrs. Jefferiss would like a response to the following questions:  1) is questioning as to whether or not a permit was issued, 2) is the construction in accordance with the building regulations, to be considered an addition or attachment to an existing structure, 3) how must the two structures be attached, is there a time limit between the completion of the new structure and the construction of the addition, and 4) if the addition is never completed what recourse is available to ensure compliance with the regulations?  Council requested that John Walters answer this letter as a member of the Zoning Committee.
