Michael McNally, Townhouse 740 – Objection to Allowing Additional Sewage Taps to the Sewage Treatment Plant – Mr. McNally is objecting to allowing additional hookups to the existing sewage treatment facility because the treatment plant is already full to capacity.  He is requesting that the Borough deny any additional development requests to hook up to this facility.  Council requested that a letter be sent to Mr. McNally stating that the sewage treatment plant is only operating at 25% capacity and that the plant is being operated within the Department of Environmental Protection guidelines.

Central City Fire Department – Requesting a Donation Toward the Purchase of a New Truck – The Central City Fire Department is currently in the process of buying a used 1990 55 foot aerial ladder truck.  They are requesting a $10,000.00 donation to help offset the costs to the department.  Moore made a motion to make a donation of $250.00.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
