The meeting was called to order at 3:31 P.M. by Robert Weitzel.

ORDER OF BUSINESS

1.
Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on April 10, 2006 - Weitzel asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Walters moved and Vogel seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Old Business:

Robert Pyle-Request for Zoning Map Change – Secretary reported that at the February 13, 2006, regularly scheduled meeting of the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission, the Commission was presented with a petition from Robert Pyle for a rezoning classification on 2.2 Acres, which is adjacent to his property located at 218 North Fairway Road from Commercial Recreational to R-1 Single Family Residential.  

The Planning Commission submitted a letter recommending that Borough Council approve the rezoning of the 2.2 acres.

A Public Hearing was scheduled to hear any testimony or accept any written testimony on this request.  The hearing was advertised in the Somerset Daily American on March 17, 2006 and March 24, 2006.   Notice was also sent to the Somerset County Planning Commission for their comments; no comments were received.

Secretary reported that notices of the hearing were sent by Certified Mail to Robert and Betty Pyle, D. Markferding, and the Indian Lake Golf Club.  The property was also posted on March 22, 2006 by Fred Jones, Zoning Officer and the Borough Office also had a notice posted on the front door on March 22, 2006.

There were no public questions or comments made at the hearing and the Borough Secretary received no written comments.


Walters made a motion that the Planning Commission send a letter to the Borough Council recommending that they approve the rezoning request from Robert Pyle.  Griffith seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
3.
New Business:
A.
St. Clair Resort Development –Review of the Proposed Development Plans for the Lodge Property – At this time Terry St. Clair reviewed his development plans for the lodge property:

1.
Pow Wow Lakeside Estates – This would be three (3) ¾ acre lakefront lots with 100’ of Lake Frontage.

  
2.
Kickapoo Lakeview Estates – This would consist of 5 (4 plexus of townhouses to be known as Tunica, Chicora, Waccamaw, Cocopa, and Santee)

3. Tiwa Estates – This would consist of five (5) 5 acres lots.

   
Each member of the Planning Commission was provided with a copy of a letter sent by Robert and Wendy Wilkerson, objecting to any act by the Borough to subdivide property or permit additional multi-unit construction that would increase the number of boat permits.


In the original agreement from 1973 with Indian Lake Borough and Indian Lake Development, the Borough is only allowed to issue 1,500 boat licenses.  In 2004 a total of 1,194 licenses were issued and in 2005 1,203 licenses were issued.  Currently, all property owners are entitled to 1 boat license, so with the new subdivision, all the property and condominium owners will also be entitled to a boat license.



The Planning Commission reviewed the plans for St. Clair Resort Development and they had no objections to the plans as they were submitted.

Secretary was asked to get each member of the Planning Commission a Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code handbook.

With no further business to discuss, Bryant moved and Walters seconded to adjourn the meeting at 4:20 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
