The meeting was called to order at 7:02 P.M. by Terry L. St.Clair, President.
ORDER OF BUSINESS

 1.
Set Millage Rate and all other Borough Taxes for 2007 and Adoption of the 2007 Tax Rate Ordinance – Walters made a motion to set the millage rate at 5.79 mills and for all the other Borough taxes to remain the same for 2007 and to adopt the 2007 Tax Rate Ordinance as presented and advertised.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Adoption of the Proposed Ordinance Enacting a Realty Transfer Tax – Miscoe made a motion to adopt the proposed Ordinance Enacting a Realty Transfer Tax.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Old Business - None.

New Business – Ron Petrina is requesting that the Borough put a turn around area on North Fairway Road.  St. Clair stated that they will discuss this with Harry Huzsek, Borough Superintendent.

Notice of Mark Raymond Zoning Hearing Board Hearing Date – Attorney Rullo informed Council that Mark Raymond has requested a continuance for the Zoning Hearing which was scheduled for December 28th at 1:30 P.M. due to a trial conflict and personal matter with his attorney.    They will try to have the hearing rescheduled before January 13, 2007.

After a lengthy discussion, Miscoe made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to enter into a settlement agreement with Mark Raymond with the following conditions:
1.
That a variance be granted as to the height, length and boat slip dimensions as built.
  
2.
That upon removal of the deck overhang a variance be granted for the 7 foot setback from the property line on the Brant side of the property and that the decking on the opposite side of the property be cut back to 10 feet from the property line of the Mostoller Limited Partnership property.

  
3.
That Mr. Raymond agrees to landscape with mature trees or other plant as to provide an effective visual barrier and screening of the boathouse acceptable to Mr. and Mrs. Jerry Brant in an amount not to exceed $10,000.00.  Mr. Raymond should meet with the Brants’ and submit a landscaping plan and agenda to the Borough Council for confirmation.  The funds for the landscaping shall be held in escrow by Mr. Raymond’s attorney.


4.
Mr. Raymond should pay a punitive fine of $200.00 per day from the receipt of the notification of the violations to date, which is 265 days, or not less than $50,000.00.

Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Proposed Changes to Boating Ordinance No. 116 – Moore made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to amend Boat Ordinance No. 116 by adding a provision that no boat license will be issued to a property owner unless all fees, i.e., water, sewer, sewer maintenance, garbage, etc.) are paid in full.  Should the property owner become delinquent on any bill after a license is issued the Borough will have the right to seize the boat license for this violation.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

With no further business to discuss, Miscoe moved and Bozovich seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:02 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
