The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Michael Miscoe, Council President.
ORDER OF BUSINESS

1.  Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on November 12, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Moore moved and Vogel seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

2.  Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for November 30, 2008.  Manager would like to add the following additional outstanding bills to the List of Bills Report:  Menser, Inc., to service the furnace, in the amount of $140.75; ASAP Court Reporting, for a court reporter and transcript of the P.B.S. Coals Zoning Hearing Board Hearing, in the amount of $705.20; and Maust Excavating, for Phase #2-Filter Drain and Embankment Buttress in the amount of $173,038.69.  Dewar made a motion to pay the bills from GAI Consultants, in the amount of $66,301.88 and the bill from Maust Excavating, in the amount of $173,038.69.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Moore made a motion to reimburse the Borough for engineering costs, in the amount of $35,256.86, from the line of credit from PNC Bank.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  
Moore made a motion and to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendments to the List of Bills Report.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for November 30, 2008.  Moore made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as presented.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Sewer Plant Financial Reports and the List of Bills for November 30, 2008.   Dewar made a motion to approve the Sewer Plant Financial Reports as presented.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Summary of Account Balance Report for November 30, 2008.  Moore made a motion to approve the Summary of Account Balance Report for November 30, 2008.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

3.  Welcome Visitors - Dan Black, Brad Shober, Ron Schirf, Carl Chapman, Ronald Petrina, Forrest Schucker, Paul Cornez, Tom O’Toole, Dennis Perigo, Shawn Ware, Ronald Sieling, Terry Shober, and Don Reed.

4.   Bryan Bozovich, State Farm Insurance-ISO Rating and Insurance Premiums – Mr. Bozovich explained how ISO Ratings affect a property owner’s rates and eligibility for insurance and reviewed what criteria the ISO uses to give a municipality their fire suppression rating schedule.
5.  Shawn Ware-Somerset Area Ambulance Association - Shawn Ware, on the behalf of the Somerset Area Ambulance Association, wanted to personally thank the Borough Council for their support and the approved donation contribution.
6.  Daniel Black, Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department-Fire Service Agreement – Daniel Black, on behalf of the Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department, would like to request that Stonycreek Township, Shanksville Borough, Indian Lake Borough, and the Fire Department schedule a meeting in order to review what the needs of the fire department  are, to discuss what the department is  asking from each community, to review the financial records of the fire departments along with what the future needs are, and to discuss and review the departments 2009 budget.  Miscoe asked the Finance Committee to work with the fire department to try to work out an equitable financial resolution by reviewing the fire departments income and expenses report, and review what the needs are and how much money is needed to fund these needs.
7.    Dennis Perigo-Request for Zoning Map Change – Mr. Perigo owns a 10 acre tract of land on West Shore Trail which is currently zoned Agricultural.  Mr. Perigo is proposing to divide the 10 acre tract into 4 - 2 ½ acre parcels and change the zoning to R-1 Single Family Residential.  


Vogel stated that the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission has reviewed Mr. Perigo’s plans and they are recommending that the Borough approve the rezoning request.


Dewar made a motion to hold a public hearing on Mr. Perigo’s zoning map change request on Wednesday, January 14, 2009 at 6:30 P.M. at the Indian Lake Borough Office and to authorize the advertisement of said hearing once during the week of December 29th and January 5, 2009.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

1.   Adoption of the 2009 Budget - Moore made a motion to adopt the proposed 2009 budget.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

                    Moore made a motion to enter a resolution into the record that any surplus in the 2009 budget would be dedicated to diminishing the principle on the Borough’s Line of Credit subject only to the General Fund.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

2.    Set Millage Rate and all other Borough Taxes for 2009 – Walters made a motion to set the millage rate at 13 mills and for all the other Borough taxes to remain the same for 2009.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

3.    Adoption of Tax Rate Ordinance – Dewar made a motion to adopt the 2009 Tax Rate Ordinance as presented and advertised.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  

B. Zoning Report

1. Louis Valeo, Pawnee 6 – Dewar made a motion to authorize Dean Snyder, Zoning Officer, to file a citation 

with District Magistrate Cook for a violation of Zoning Ordinance No. 144, unless remedial action is taken within 15 calendar days.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

A.     Appointment of Members to the Planning Commission – Vogel made a motion to open nominations for the Planning Commission.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Michael Miscoe nominated Paul Brodt and Paul Cornez.  Stern nominated David McCudden.  Miscoe moved that the nominations be closed.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Miscoe asked for votes for Paul Brodt – 7 ayes and 0 nayes.  Votes for Paul Cornez – 4 ayes and 3 nayes.  Votes for David McCudden – 3 ayes and 4 nayes.  Paul Brodt and Paul Cornez were appointed to the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission for a four (4) year term, term expiring December 31, 2012.
               B.   Appointment of Member to the Zoning Hearing Board – Miscoe opened the floor for nominations for the permanent position on the Zoning Hearing Board.  Vogel nominated Kathy Moore.  Miscoe nominated James Dewar.  Vogel moved that the nominations be closed.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Miscoe asked for votes for Kathy Moore – 2 ayes and 3 nayes.  James Dewar – 3 ayes and 2 nayes.  Moore and Dewar abstained.  Moore and Dewar filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.  James Dewar was appointed to the Indian Lake Borough Zoning Hearing Board as the permanent member.  

         Miscoe made a motion to set the term of Mr. Dewar for a three (3) year term, term expiring December 31, 2011.   McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
               C.     Appointment of Alternate Members to the Zoning Hearing Board - Miscoe opened the floor for nominations for the alternate position on the Zoning Hearing Board for a three (3) year term.  Miscoe nominated Veil Schiffhauer.  Miscoe moved that the nominations be closed.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Miscoe made a motion to appoint Veil Schiffhauer as an alternate member to the Zoning Hearing Board for a three (3) year term, term expiring December 31, 2011.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  
                       Miscoe opened the floor for nominations for the alternate position on the Zoning Hearing Board for a one (1) year term.  Miscoe nominated Vanessa Keiser.  Miscoe moved that the nominations be closed.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Miscoe made a motion to appoint Vanessa Keiser as an alternate member to the Zoning Hearing Board for a one (1) year tern, term expiring December 31, 2009.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Attorney Rullo stated that the Borough will be filing an action in court, requesting that the court declare that the boat house needs to be torn down.  A municipal lien would then be placed on the property to recoup the costs of the demolition.
